Presentation by Tom Thatcher and Mark Stout - Oldmans Airport/Spitfire Airport
Tom Thatcher represents L.R. Kimball and specializes in aviation.  He is a former NJ DOT/Aviation employee.  Currently Oldmans Airport is for sale.  It was constructed in 1983, the last one built in New Jersey.  He turned the meeting over to Mark Stout.  Oldmans Airport is the only airport in Salem County.  It has a good location with Gateway Business Park and Pureland.  The Regional Airport Systems Plan recognized Oldmans Airport as worthy of preserving.  Funding is available through the Aviation Safety Fund ($7,000,000) which is used to support general aviation airports.  They are proposing a feasibility study which would be a required step to obtain funding for the airport.  They have already spoken with the Karl Baker, the current airport owner, who is in agreement.

Discussion open to the public:

Sam Guida	Wanted to know current status of airport and who the owner is.
Tom Thatcher	Karl Baker.  The cost of replacing the airport is approximately $5,000,000 - $15,000,000.
Sam Guida	Expressed his concern about the management of the airport and environmental q	conditions that might exist there.
Mark Stout	Would like to make the airport an asset not a liability.
Cordy Taylor	The airport is right only the growth corridor of Route 295.
Ben Laury	(County Freeholder/Transportation Liaison).  The County is willing to look into a feasibility study.  An improved airport could  help with future job growth.


Pam Holmes	Brought up her concerns about an article in the newspaper regarding Auburn Fire.  Expressed her concern about the apparent misinformation.  Will e-mail the article to the Township Clerk.  Ms. Holmes would like the chiefs and captain to be involved in the revision of the guidelines for junior membership.

Melinda Taylor	Announced that the Township received approval for the grant for Kay Gardens and fixing the storm drain system.

George Bradford	Meeting on Dec. 16th for Mid-Salem Court to vote on new prosecutor (John Hoffman retiring) and to establish new payment percentage for 2015.

James Hackett	This is the first year that Oldmans Township made a profit through Mid-Salem Court; anticipating $23,675.

Cordy Taylor	Township Committee still working on 2015 funding procedures.  Also wanted to respond to letter from Logan Volunteer Fire Dept. from the October meeting.  Committee is working an adequate funding.  Mr. Taylor would like to streamline working together.  Other requests in the letter were satisfied via an OPRA request in October.

Harry Moore	Thanked the Committee and the community for their support during his time with Oldmans Township.

Camp Pedricktown	An interested party gave a presentation which the Committee has taken under advisement.



Manders, Merighi	Is an architectural firm.  The Township is hoping to build a new building using funds received from the construction fund.  The construction fees came from buildings in the Gateway Business Park.  The funds may only be used for the Township construction office.  Any unused funds would have to be returned to the applicant.  Mr. Hackett has spoken with the Township auditor about use of the funds.  A new building would allow more secure storage of construction documents and store an additional vehicle for construction purposes.  The Township would like to purchase an SUV for the construction official to use during inspections.  Additional items under consideration include technology and signs for construction purposes.  The civil engineer would be Tom Tedesco.  All these purchases do not involve tax dollars, only money received from building permits from the construction office.

Fire Administrator	Bob Moore’s term has resigned at the end of the year.  The Township Committee would like to fund the three volunteer organizations quarterly.  The Committee discussed what type of reports they would like to review for 2015.  It was suggested that each volunteer organization open a separate checking account just for Township money. Township would like to continue the job of Fire Administrator.  All invoices would be sent to the volunteer organization rather than Town Hall.  No purchase orders would be necessary.  Additionally, the organizations would not be bound by obtaining quotes or going out for bids.  Emergency funding would be dealt with on a case by case basis; statutorily transfers can only be done beginning in November.  The Committee would request that the checking account be reconciled on a monthly basis.  The Committee hopes to have the guidelines in place January, 2015.
There being no further business, on a motion from Mr. Taylor, seconded by Mr. Bradford and agreed to by all, meeting was adjourned at 10:25.
