Discussion Items:
	
Schoolhouse Condominiums – Richard Covatta of RHC Design LLC introduced himself to the Committee as the new architect for the project.  He was hired the Friday after Thanksgiving.  He has the layout from the previous architect.  His instructions from O’Neill was to finish the plans in preparation for submission of a building permit.  Mr. Covatta anticipates that it will be about two weeks to finish the drawings and maybe a little longer to resolve other issues – taxes, septic.  Mr. Hoffman explained to Mr. Covatta the history of the project and stated that funds are available to demolish the building upon the judge’s approval.  Mr. Covatta is only responsible for the drawings, not the completion of the project.  He stated that preliminary building drawings have been sent to various builders to see if anyone has an interest in working on the project.  The Township requested the following items be completed by January 8, 2014:
1. Submission of building plans
2. Copy of contract between Mr. O’Neill and Mr. Covatta (with renumeration redacted)
3. Verification the funds are available to finish the project.
4. Additionally,  taxes brought current prior to the issuance of a building permit

4 P’s Construction/Lennox Run - Mr. Tedesco explained that by law there needs to be a separate accounting for monument markers.  The Township is in receipt of Mr. Bickel’s inspection report but not in receipt of a letter from the developer requesting release of the monument funds.  Ms. Taylor will notify Mr. Bickel and let him know that still need the letter from 4 P’s instructing the Township how the funds should be disbursed.

Annual Municipal Public Information Contest – Ms. Taylor explained that the she submitted the Township Newsletter (2013) in a contest sponsored by the New Jersey League of Municipalities.  The Township won “Honorable Mention” for our submission.


Kay Gardens Drainage
Mr. Tedesco sent the proposed stormwater layout to two contractors to fix the drainage problem behind Mr. Stewart’s house.  Mr. Tedesco has only heard back from one so far, still waiting to hear from another contractor.  The one contractor estimated the work to cost $15,250.  Mr. Hackett requested another proposal to have a total of three prices.  Mr. Tedesco will work on obtaining a third bid.

Mr. Tedesco also stated that there might be a grant available to fix the entire stormwater system in Kay Gardens.  The grants are based on area demographics.  These grants are not 100% funded and usually require the Township to contribute 10-15%.

Master Plan Element (Economic Development) – Ms. Taylor presented the proposal from Lou Joyce of the Salem County Planning Office.  This plan was reviewed and approved by the Township Planning Board.  The Committee did not take action because they wanted to know the cost for the element.  Ms. Taylor will obtain in time for the December 18th meeting.

*Public Comments -  

A. J. Jackson -	Handed out an article he found about the Federal Government  (IRS) declaring volunteer fire fighters as employees and would then have be insured by the Township under the new Obamacare law.

Closed Public Portion

Payment of Bills	Mr. Bradord made a motion to approve the payment of bills and the added bills list, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Mr. Moore -	Handed out information about radon for the residents.

Mr. Hackett -	Close out meeting will be held December 18th at 3:00 followed by a budget meeting.

Ms. Taylor -	Wanted to follow up with Mr. Hoffman about the Township’s offer for settlement for the rental house and Theresa Cabanas.  Mr. Hoffman stated that Ms. Cabanas’ attorney had been very ill and not been able to address the matter with Ms. Cabanas.    Mr. Lozuke will follow through with our offer.

	South Jersey Gas sent a letter to the Township wanting to know if the Township was planning any road work in 2014 that they would need to be notified.  Both Mr. Tedesco and Mr. Nipe agreed that the Township would not be scheduling any road work in 2014.

Mr. Bradford -	Attended a meeting for the Mid-Salem Court.  The Township’s share will remain at 16%.  There may be an increase of $1,000 or less for the purchase of recording equipment.

	There being no further business, on motion by Mr. Taylor, seconded by Mr. Bradford and all agreed to adjourn the meeting at 8:00 PM.
