	Ms. Taylor explained that this agreement was used to allow the Township to purchase road salt through the County.
	Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Discussion Items:

NJ DOT & Consolidated Rate Corp. Diagnostic Evaluation at Benjamin Green Road and Penns Grove-Pedricktown Road -   Tom Tedesco, Township Engineer, stated that NJ DOT would like to close Benjamin Green Road.  According to Bill Miller of the County, the road has been in existence since 1881, which is prior to the railroad being built there.  A site meeting is scheduled for February 21, 2014.  Gary Moore will represent the school’s interest and also attend the meeting.

Rental Property – 26 W. Mill Street – There has been no contact from Brian Lozuke or Theresa Cabanas in regard to the Township’s offer.

Logan Volunteer Fire Company – Mr. Taylor read a letter from Chief Michael Moore dated February 7, 2014 which stated that Logan Volunteer Fire Company no longer wishes to participate with Auburn Fire in training, coverage and testing of equipment.

Brad Holmes -	Recommends that Dean Sparks sign a “Hold Harmless” Agreement
	
	When a joint fire drill was held on his property, he was upset with both fire companies due to their apparent lack of training.

Anthony Jackson -	Agrees with the letter sent to the Township Committee by Chief Moore.  Stated Logan personnel does most of the work for Auburn, like servicing their vehicles.

Tim Bray -	Thanked George Bradford, Jeff Newman and Melody Reese for their response in helping pump out his basement in January due to neighbor’s flooded basement.

Larry Stewart -	Wanted to know status of Kay Gardens drainage.  His garage is full of ice.

Brad Holmes - 	Expressed his concern about abandoned buildings such as the Rustic Inn.

Tim Bray -	The house that flooded next to him is abandoned. Wants to know what Township can do.

John Hoffman -	Township could send a letter/notification to owners of abandoned/distressed buildings stating needs to be boarded up or torn down, but then Township would be responsible if owner doesn’t comply with letter.  The cost would be passed onto the Township with a possible lien on the property.

Melody Reese -	In reference to the Logan Fire letter, she was told by Bob Moore that for joint inspections/testing she could bring her equipment over to Logan, leave it and pick it up later in the day.  Didn’t know that causing problems with Logan.

Dee Griffin -	In regard to leaf/chipping at Sparks Farm, before Dean agreed to become certified, costs were very high for the Township.  Dean has completed all the required paperwork.

Gary Green -	Wanted to know the status of Schoolhouse Condominiums

John Hoffman -	A motion to demolish the building will be heard in Court March 14th.

	Questioned Logan Fire Companies decision to end mutual aid.

Melinda Taylor -	Spoke of success of recent Rabies Clinic and dog licensing

Tom Tedesco -	Mullica Hill Freezers wants to begin Phase III soon.  Will come before Planning Board.

George Bradford -	Spoke with Jack Lynch and Tom Tedesco earlier to ask them to meet with Mark Blauer of Blauer Associates, the Township’s new grantsman.



Cordy Taylor -	Pam Holmes:  Application for Membership to Auburn Fire
	Currently Pam is the Captain of the Ambulance Squad.  Mr. Taylor expressed his concern that when Pam is on a fire call, she must respond as a fireman and not an EMT.  Pam stated that there are enough people on the Ambulance Squad to cover for her when she responds as a fireman.

	There was also discussion about membership to Auburn Fire and the NJ Fire Association (which has an age limit of 45).  Pam stated that she only wants to join Auburn Fire, not the NJ Fire Association.  Melody Reese stated that she conferred with Gloucester County and Pam can join the fire squad over the age of 45.

	Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve Pam’s membership, Mr. Moore seconded and all agreed.

	Brianna Berry: Junior Application for Membership to Auburn Fire
	Brianna turned 16 on December 10th.  Mr. Taylor expressed his concern that Brianna has been to fire calls, including the live burn in turnout gear, prior to her 16th birthday.  Her name has appeared on the fire logbook.  She has not been approved by the Township and she wasn’t 16 years of age at the time of some of her fire calls.  Michael Moore stated that State statues regulate what junior members can and cannot do with a fire company.  Steve Smith also stated his concern about Brianna’s response to fire calls at 15 years of age.  Mr. Taylor stated to both fire companies that junior members must be 16 years of age and to use the utmost caution to keep them safe.  

	Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve Brianna’s junior membership, Mr. Moore seconded and all agreed.

	There was a Fire Chief’s meeting on February 7th with the Fire Administrator, Bob Moore.  Mr. Moore made the recommendation to Auburn Fire that due to small membership that they support only the Turnpike calls and as backup to Station #3.  Auburn Fire is to consider his request and to get back to him with a response.

	Mr. Taylor continued that the residents’ taxes pay for whole fire coverage.  Michael Moore said he will not be calling Auburn as backup and has had Logan’s card changed to reflect the deletion of Auburn as backup.

	Mr. Taylor reiterated to the fire companies not to take anyone on their trucks who are not sanctioned firemen.

Anthony Jackson -	Stated that the split of Route 295 was done in the past.

	Mr. Bradford made the motion to approve going into Executive Session, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

	A motion was made by Mr. Bradford, seconded by Mr. Taylor and agreed by all to proceed with discussions to direct the transfer of ownership of the property to any interested party.

	There being no further business, on motion by Mr. Taylor, seconded by Mr. Bradford and all agreed to adjourn the meeting at 9:15 PM.
