Fire Hydrant Installation on New Road
Michael Moore, Fire Chief for Logan Volunteer Fire, was contacted by a representative from New Jersey American Water.  NJ American Water will be installing an 8” water main down New Road and wanted to know if the Township was interested in installing fire hydrants.  Mr. Moore made a map of the current fire hydrant coverage within Pedricktown which also showed the proposed coverage for New Road.  The annual cost for each fire hydrant is $366.  Mr. Hackett stated $19,000 is budgeted in the current budget for annual costs for fire hydrants.  Mr. Moore said there is no timeline yet for construction of the water main.  A motion was made by Mr. Taylor to have Michael Moore complete any applications needed for three fire hydrants and to act as facilitator, with one hydrant being placed at the intersection of Perkintown Road and New Road.

Tighe Road
Mr. Tedesco explained that there is a 12” drainage pipe under the road where the joints have separated.  The pipe connects Borelli farm to Musumeci farm and is used for drainage.  There is now a pot hole that is very deep, but not very wide.  Public works temporarily fixed the pot hole, but is should be permanently fixed.  Mr. Tedesco is recommending replacing the entire length of pipe, 32 feet.  He obtained one quote so far in the amount of $5,000.00 but believes the work should cost less than that.  He will obtain more quotes.  It is not an emergency at this point in time.

James Hackett -	Received the 2013 audit for the Mid-Salem Court.  There were no adverse conditions.  The fee for the audit is pro-rated among the participating municipalities.

	In the last six months, the Township has received 2/3rds of its budgeted revenue from Mid Salem Court.

	Mr. Hackett received a sample ordinance for direct deposit.  The Township processes 9 monthly checks and 19 quarterly checks.  Pay would be available the morning of pay day.  Proceeds can be divided up between checking account and savings account.

	Jim Nipe, Public Works, would like to proceed with the purchase of salt box for the dump truck.  Mr. Hackett would introduce the capital ordinance in July for approval in August so that the salt box could be purchased before the weather turns to winter.

George Bradford -	Wanted to make sure that funds were available in this year’s budget for the Ambulance Squad for a power stretcher.  Mr. Hackett stated there are funds leftover from previous capital ordinances; any deficits would come from the Squad OE.

	Mr. Bradford will be meeting with Jack Lynch to discuss the GIS mapping of Auburn Water and the flushing schedule.

Cordy Taylor -	Wished to thank Pam Holmes for her assistance in obtaining a new vendor that all three companies would be able to use, Lifesavers.  They are a state contract approved vendor.

Public Session -	9:15 pm.  The following topics were presented during Executive Session:

Branchville Road Associates – The Township will offer a portion of Camp Pedricktown to Salem Community College for their purchase once all infrastructure for their site is complete, i.e. well, septic and electric.  The College will take responsibility for all infrastructure costs and maintenance for their site.  A motion was made by Mr. Taylor to allow Mr. Hoffman to write a letter to the College with the Township’s offer; Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Schoolhouse Condominiums –  The Township rejected Mr. O’Neill’s proposal and offered a counterproposal.  The Township proposed that Mr. O’Neill would convey the schoolhouse property free and clear in return for the refund of his $125,000 escrow, minus any attorney fees that the Township has incurred regarding litigation for Schoolhouse Condominiums.  A motion was made by Mr. Bradford to direct Mr. Hoffman to contact Mr. O’Neill with the counterproposal which was seconded by Mr. Moore and both agreed.  Mr. Taylor abstained from voting.

Resolution 2014-76 - J. E. Berkowitz – Major Industrial Project Classification -   The Committee agreed that this project could be declared a major industrial project.  The resolution included specific requests for the Construction Official reporting requirements and the process by which payment is made to the Construction Official.    Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve the resolution, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.
