June 12, 2013


The regular monthly meeting of the Oldmans Township Committee was held on May 8, 2013.  Meeting was called to order by Mayor Moore at 7:00 PM.  This meeting was held in compliance with the Sunshine Law.  All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed to approve the minutes.

Public Hearing	Mr. Hackett explained that the funds would be used to purchase a tilt trailer.
	Mr. Griffin questioned the need for a new trailer; believed that the current trailer would be sufficient.  Mr. Hackett will check with Jim Nipe about the need to keep the current trailer for larger moving items.

Resolution 2013-79	Municipal Alliance Funding for 2013
			Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2013-80	Accepting Bid for Sale of 26 W. Mill Street
The rental property went to auction this evening with the highest bid submitted by Theresa Cabanas at $45,150.  Mr. Bradford made a motion to accept the bid of $45,150.00, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.
			
			

Discussion Items:	

Schoolhouse Condominiums –  Mrs. Eileen O’Neill was present.  She read a prepared statement by Johann Muldoon summarizing the work completed to date.  Ms. Muldoon believed the timeline that was given in February is being met with the exception of the maintenance of the grounds.  The Committee also heard from James McAnnon, handyman for the project, about the upkeep of the property.  The public was allowed to ask questions about the project.  They expressed their concerns with the timeline and lack of maintenance to the grounds and building.  Mrs. O’Neill gave verbal permission to the Township walk on the property and inspect.  Mr. McAnnon will deliver a key to the gate.  Ms. Muldoon hopes to attend the next regular Township meeting in July.

Mrs. O’Neill stated that the project is to be condominiums, not low-income housing.  She would like to sell the units as condominiums and not apartments, but if the market is not there, the units would be rented out as apartments.  There is no determined purchase price at this time.  Mr. Hoffman stated that the project would have to go before the Zoning Board if there is a change in the original site plan.  The project cannot bounce between the two boards.

Fire Company Command Structure – Mr. Taylor had the May Call Report for Auburn Fire in each of the Committeemen’s packets for their review.  He also had the signature page of the Joint SOP which will be used when the two companies are on the same call.  The inventory list for each company has been received.  Right now the goals are to evaluate the inventory lists, coordinate training and cooperation for inspections and equipment as joint fire companies.

Logan Volunteer Fire Company Membership Application  - Anthony Peverelle
Mr. Peverelle was a junior fire member who now seeks full membership.  Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve Mr. Peverelle’s application, Mr. Moore seconded and all agreed.

Municipal Alliance – Ms. Kelly Piel wrote a letter to the Township requesting that the Township be responsible for the quarterly reporting.  Mr. Taylor stated that he attends the Municipal Alliance meetings and that the school has done a good job of engaging the students but needs help with the reporting side.  He suggested the voucher format be changed to reflect the needs of the quarterly report.  Mr. Hackett will work with Mr. Taylor to design a system to assist in the timely reporting.

Planning Board Letter to Township Regarding Ditch Cleaning – The Planning Board requested that the Township notify the County to allow ditch cleaning throughout the Township.  Mr. Moore stated he had spoken with Bill Davis.  The County does clean ditches on county roads, but based on a priority list.  It was agreed that the Township would request  a letter from the County to the Planning Board outlining what the guidelines are for ditch cleaning.

Public Comment:	

Gary Green-	Upset about the number of cars that are parked along Railroad Avenue that appear to be abandoned with flat tires and trash.  Cars have not moved in some time.  Ms. Taylor will investigate and send letters.  Mr. Hoffman stated that the police can issue summons if the cars are not removed.

		Mr. Green would also like to thank the Committee for allowing the school use of Town Hall for their meetings.  There was a large crowd at the last meeting and everything went well with the facilities.

Fred Niebaurer -	Would like the fire truck moved that is parked in the back of Logan’s property.  Ms. Taylor stated that the truck is still for sale and will check with Public Works about removal.

Mrs. Alloway -	Wanted to know when the war memorial would be done.  Ms. Taylor told her the anticipated completion date was prior to Veterans Day.

		Mrs. Alloway also expressed her displeasure about the amount of noise coming from the Cogen plant.  There are sirens, steam valves and general noise day and night.  It has gotten much worse in the last two weeks.  Mr. Moore stated he would call the company and try to resolve the situation.

Mr./Mrs. Stewart -	Concerned about water problem in vacant lot behind their house which has been causing flooding for a number of years now.  He has contacted the adjacent property owner but never heard from them.  Concerned about mosquitos, safety of his grandchildren and flooding of his property.  
	
		The Committee discussed possible solutions and it was decided that Mr. Moore and Mr. Tedesco would prepare some possible solutions and what it would cost to fix.  Once the estimate(s) is prepared, a letter would be sent to the landowner outlining the work to be done and requesting a possible temporary easement to work on the property.

Mike Moore -	Logan Volunteer Fire Company received a call today from Congressman LoBiondo’s office stating that the fire company received a $31,000 grant.  The fire company originally requested $70,000.  Township must match 5% of the grant.  He will have more details about how the money can be used in the next few days.  Mr. Hackett stated that the budget may need to be amended to reflect the receipt of the grant.

Payment of Bills 
Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve the payment of the bill list and additions with the exception of CME Associates.  Mr. Hackett is in contact with Mr. Van den Kooy about the itemization of the bill and is currently not recommending payment of the bill.  Mr. Taylor seconded the motion and all agreed to pay all bills with exception of CME.

Jim Hackett -	Received a proposal from CME Associates to finish the Master Plan.  He believes the proposal is too high - $82,450 with no volunteer participation and $52,700 with volunteer participation.  In 2007 an emergency appropriation was completed in the amount of $40,000 for the Master Plan.  All those funds have been used.  The Planning Board is waiting for funds to complete this most revision to the Master Plan.  Mr. Van den Kooy stated that the Sewer Service Area must be completed.

		Mr. Hoffman suggested that Township try other planners and go out for proposals.  The Township already has a shared service agreement in place with the County.  Mr. Hackett will contact Lou Joyce at the County in inquire about the cost to complete some of the elements in the Master Plan.  The next Master Plan Subcommittee is scheduled for June 20th.

		Mr. Hackett handed out the 2012 Audit.  The Committee will have a month to review and then the acceptance resolution can be approved at the July meeting.  Mr. Hackett will work on the corrective action plan in the meantime.  The Township will be able to address the fixed asset issue.  The Township will be able to update the fixed assets on-line through the software system and purchase orders.

Melinda Taylor -	Requested funds to revamp the current zoning map.  She would like to include the block numbers on the map in addition to the zone.  This would allow faster and more accurate reporting of individual properties zoning.  The revised map would be available on the Township website.  The estimated cost given by Mr. Tedesco would be $300-$400.  The Committee agreed to proceed with the map changes.

Tom Tedesco -	Since he is revising the zoning map, he will also fix the IPRA zone at Camp Pedricktown.  The County has separate guidelines from the Township for IPRA zones, specifically in the Gateway Project.   The Township allows a building height of 50 feet while the County guideline allows 75 feet.  

		Mr. Hoffman explained that the County guidelines are restrictive covenants that should not affect the Township.  The Committee discussed amending the maximum height requirement in an IPRA zone from 50 feet to 75 feet.

Ordinance 2013-04	Amending Oldmans Township Land Use Ordinance 110-20.1, Section B – Maximum Building Height (By Title Only).  The purpose of this ordinance is to allow maximum building height in an IPRA zone to change from 50 feet to 75 feet.
Resolution 2013-81	Introduction of Ordinance 2013-04 (By Title Only)

Cordy Taylor -	Would like to hold a long range planning meeting this summer.  A possibility of August was suggested.

		At the last Freeholder meeting he discussed with the possibility of widening the road beginning at Gateway Boulevard to Route 295 from two lanes to four.  The Freeholders had stated that State approval would be needed, but the Freeholders were open to the idea in the change in infrastructure.  A letter will be sent to the Freeholder requesting their participation in obtaining approval from the State to widen that portion of the road.



[bookmark: _GoBack]		Since the school is building a soccer field, Mr. Taylor suggested that the Township donate funds to the school for the purchase of bleachers using recreation funds.  Mr. Hackett determined that the funds could be used for that purpose.  Mr. Taylor will talk with the Board of Education and have the cost proposal for the bleachers forwarded to the Township.

Harry Moore -	The firm placing the antenna on the water tower in Gateway should be at the next Planning Board meeting and available for questions from the public.

Resolution 2013-82	Executive Session – Pilot Program Negotiations and Possible Acquisition of Real Estate

		Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

The Committee went into Executive Session at 8:50 pm.

The Committee reconvened into Public Session at 9:50 pm.

There is a potential pilot program coming to the Gateway Project.  A pilot proposal has been received by the Township from the interested party.  The Committee agreed to offer a counter proposal and Michael Raio, Tax Assessor, will be the contact person for pilot negotiations.

Mr. Hoffman was requested by the Township to send a letter to the GSA regarding Camp Pedricktown in response to the letter dated May 24, 2013.  The letter will be reviewed by Mr. Tedesco and Ms. Taylor prior to being sent.  

There being no further business, on motion by Mr. Bradford, seconded by Mr. Taylor and all agreed to adjourn the meeting at 9:55 PM.
