Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve the minutes, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.


Resolution 2014-61	Bond Anticipation Note – Pennsville National Bank
	Ms. Taylor explained that the previous bond anticipation note was expiring, bids were sent out and Pennsville National Bank’s proposal was the lowest rate (.68%).  Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2014-62	Raffle License – Pedricktown First Aid & Rescue Squad
	Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2014-63	Elevator Subcode Official – Charles P. “Pat” McCarthy
	The current elevator inspector, Mr. Dougherty, has tendered his resignation effective the end of June.  Mr. McCarthy was recommended as Mr. Dougherty’s replacement.
	Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2014-64	Commodity Resale Agreement with Salem County for Motor Fuel
	The Agreement allows Oldmans Township to obtain fuel at Salem County’s Mannington location.   Agreement is good for five years.
	Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2014-65	Appointment of Local Historian – Rae Walzer
	Mayor Moore had spoken with Rae prior to the meeting and she accepted the appointment.  
	Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.




Discussion Items:

Application for Membership to Logan Volunteer Fire Company – Logan Oliver.  Mr. Taylor explained that Mr. Oliver started as a junior member and has now reached the age to be a regular member.  Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve Mr. Oliver’s membership, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

26 W. Mill Street (Rental House) Update – Ms. Cabanas is currently still paying her rent.  The Township has not heard from her attorney, Brian Lozuke, if the offer from the Township had been accepted.  The Township still holds the deposit from Ms. Cabanas.  Mr. Hoffman was directed to send a letter to Mr. Lozuke to inquiry about Ms. Cabanas’ intentions.

*Public Comments 

Larry Stewart -	Thank you to Logan Fire Company for assisting in the last storm with the drainage.  Thank you to Jeff Newman for lending the pump.  Concerned about neighbor’s tree which is leaning precariously over toward his property – garage area and swing set area.  Would like the Township to send a letter to property owner requesting tree removal.

Melinda Taylor -	Would check Township ordinances in regard to trees prior to sending a letter.

Rev. Dorn -	Thank you to the Committee for taking action in regard to his neighbor’s property.

Anthony Jackson -	Concerned about the Committee’s decision to change the percentage paid by the Township for heating fuel.  Mr. Jackson believes it is unfair, money is needed for training and it will hurt their budget.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Harry Moore -	Committee is working with the CFO.  No decision has been made yet.

Cordy Taylor -	Changing the heating oil percentage paid by the Township is one of the possibilities.

Bill Miller -	Would like the Committee to ask Salem County to change the intersection of Pedricktown-Woodstown Road and Pennsville-Auburn Road to a 4-way stop.  In the past ten years there have been several accidents at that intersection.

Cordy Taylor -	Should Pointers-Auburn Road also be considered for a 4-way stop?

Tom Tedesco -	Will contact Bill Miller of Salem County and inquire about 4-way stops.

Gary Green -	Wanted to know the status of Schoolhouse Condominiums.

John Hoffman -	Was supposed to have a conference call.  Waiting to hear from the judge about availability for the conference call. 

Gary Green -	Concerned about crossing guard at the intersection of Mill Street and Railroad Avenue in regard to arrival and departure time.
Closed Public Portion

Payment of Bills	Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve the payment of bills and the added bills list, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Tom Tedesco -	Mullica Hill Freezers is about 75% done with their 150,000 sq. ft. addition.

	Berkowitz is obtaining approval for a 53,000 sq. ft. addition.

	Township was audited by the NJ DEP for their stormwater permit.  It was recommended by the DEP to do  little more on the education side.  The DEP also requested that the Township obtain the Operations and Management Manual for the basin in Lennox Run since the Township will be responsible for maintaining the basin in the future.  Tom has spoken with Jay who will get a copy to the Township.

Harry Moore -	Read a Thank You note from the Pedricktown First Aid Squad for the purchase of the pet rescue kit.

	The agreement with the Mosquito Control Commission was signed.  The Commission must notify the Township prior to any spraying within the Township.

	The Township received a grant from the NJ DOT for Stumpy Road in the amount of $151,317.  Mayor Moore is also concerned about the cracking in the pavement on Freed Road.

George Bradford -	Thank you to the public for their support of the Pedricktown Day Committee’s recent Mother’s Day Breakfast.

	Has spoken with Jack Lynch about Auburn Water.  The GIS mapping is about 99% complete.  Should be completely done within the next 7-10 days.  The flushing schedule will be sent to the Township with one week.

Cordy Taylor -	The Township met with Habitat for Humanity to discuss the possibility of transferring ownership of two potential properties to Habitat.  The Township currently holds the tax sale certificates. Foreclosure proceedings would have to be commenced.

	A motion was made to authorize Melinda Taylor to go out for RFP’s to begin the foreclosure process.  Mr. Taylor approved of the motion, Mr. Bradford seconded the motion and all agreed.  

Resolution 2014-66	Executive Session 7:35 pm
	Mr. Bradford made a motion to go into executive session, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.


Public Session -	9:30 pm.  The following topics were presented during Executive Session:

Matrix -  Ken Griffin spoke with the Committee about a possible new tenant at the Gateway Business Park and pilot program.

NFI – Tax Assessor, Mike Raio, presented a pilot program for the NFI site in Gateway Business Park.  It was agreed that all contact with Matrix and NFI should go to Michael Raio and the Township Committee should not contact either party.  Mr. Raio will present his findings to the Committee.

Branchville Road Associates – The judge granted a three month extension to allow more time for resolution.  Cordy Taylor will continue to work with area officials and any other possible developer for the future of this site.

Schoolhouse Condominiums – The Township is proposing a settlement to the O’Neills’.  They turn over the property with free and clear title, pay outstanding taxes and submit their building plans in exchange for the release of their escrow money.

	There being no further business, on motion by Mr. Taylor, seconded by Mr. Bradford and all agreed to adjourn the meeting at 9:35 PM.
