Discussion Items:	

Schoolhouse Condominiums –  Ms. Muldoon stated in her e-mail that the project is in compliance with original timeline.  Mr. Bradford would like to ask about availability of funding to see the project through to completion.  Currently Ms. Muldoon is working with the State on a variance to change the use from school to residence.  The Committee would like Ms. Muldoon to present the project to the Planning Board for a revised site plan.  Mr. Hoffman has given Ms. Muldoon contact information for Stewart Palilonis, Planning Board Attorney.

Fire Company Command Structure – Mr. Taylor stated there have been monthly meetings.  Currently working on an SOP for when the two companies respond together.  The new SOP has been approved by one company and waiting approval by the other company.  Each company may keep their current SOP when working independently.  Both companies will be attending the live burn at Salem.  Next project is working on inventory of both companies.  

Rental House – 26 W. Mill Street – Three offers have been received with the highest bid at $45,111 if executed at public sale.  The auction can be held at the June regular meeting.  Advertising for the auction may commence upon receipt of deposit from highest bidder.

Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Gov Deals – Auburn Fire Truck Auction Results – The fire truck has been available for auction twice – once in the fall and again in April.  Neither auction resulted in meeting the reserve price of $5,000.  The Committee recommended that the truck be advertised in the newspaper, contact area farmers and placed on the website.  Minimum sale price was set at $2,500.

Farming of Municipal Property – Mr. Taylor questioned the benefit to the community.   Mr. Taylor’s concerns are that there is a cost to the Township to have a private farmer farm the land – legal, advertising and engineering, as well as dust from harvesting. There is approximately five acres left to farm.   Mr. Bradford suggested low lying crops to not block the view of the building.  The Township cut the grass about three times last year.  Ms. Taylor had contacted JIF and the farmer would have to provide insurance covering the Township, sign a Hold Harmless Agreement and lease.  The farmer’s equipment would also have to be insured.  Per Mr. Hoffman, the Township has two choices:  (1) enter into an Interlocal Agreement with the Board of Education to have them farm the property or (2) advertise to see what farmers are interested.  Mr. Moore stated he would ask the School Board about the possibility of entering into the Interlocal Agreement.

COAH – Municipal Trust Fund – Mr. Miller reviewed the current demand from the State to seize funds from the fund.  Funds for 2012 must be accounted for or returned to the State.  Approximately $280,000 was already refunded to developers.  Mr. Miller will speak with our COAH Representative.

Mr. Miller expressed concern about the Township developing a Spending Plan for the funds.  According to Mr. Miller, funds for 2010 equal $43,000 and if not used by 2014, will revert to the State.  Possible uses include streets/storm water in Kay Gardens or establishing a revolving fund with deed restrictions.  CME, Township Planner, is to contact Mr. Hackett to allocate money for planning to prepare a Spending  Plan which would include:


1. Funds currently available for COAH use
2. How to use the funds
3. Possibility of tear down house(s) with lot deed restrictions
4. Kay Gardens  roads/storm water
Township is responsible for 133 COAH units.  Some units already have a plan in place – 6 units in Kay Gardens, Phase II of Bibeau project on Perkintown Road (market rate and COAH – special needs) and 5 rehabs.  These are part of the Township’s Master Plan/Affordable Housing Plan.
It was agreed that a conference call would be scheduled with Peter Van den Kooy to discuss this matter further.
Branchville Road LLC – Mr. Moore stated that he saw recent construction take place.  The Township still has the option to foreclose upon the property and rent it back to Pujol or another entity.  Mr. Hoffman will contact Mr. Telsey to inquire about the CO’s being completed.
Temporary Closure of Route 130 Oldmans Creek Bridge – The State will be changing the old bridge to a stationary bridge.  Work will take place on weekends and should take about 3-4 weekends to complete.  Traffic will be diverted to Center Square Road and Porcupine/Straughns Mill Road.  Traffic should not be coming through the middle of Pedricktown – Mill Street and/or Railroad Avenue.  There is a meeting scheduled with the State for Oldmans Township and Logan Township to discuss the project.
Change in Voting Location – Ms. Taylor explained that she notified the County Board of Elections of the change in voting venue from our old locations (32 W. Mill Street and Auburn Fire House) to our new voting location – 40 Freed Road.  The new municipal complex is ADA compliant and has better working conditions for the poll workers.  There is sufficient space in the meeting room to house both districts.  Ms. Taylor will notify residents by placing signs around Oldmans, post on the Township website, and noted on the sample ballot.  The change takes effect for the June 4th primary.
Public Comment:	

Bill Miller -	Agrees with Mr. Taylor about the cost to the Township/taxpayer in regard to the farming of the property, but Dean Sparks also takes leaves and chippings from the Township for $1.

Payment of Bills 
Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve the payment of the bill list and additions, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

There being no further business, on motion by Mr. Bradford, seconded by Mr. Taylor and all agreed to adjourn the meeting at 8:30 PM.
