Auburn Water Works – Mr. Hackett reviewed the pending ordinance which included a $5.00 increase per quarter beginning in 2014.  Ordinance will be introduced at tonight’s regular meeting.

Capital Ordinance – This ordinance will also be introduced at tonight’s regular meeting.  The purpose is to purchase the following:

The ordinance will be funded using $22,000 from the General Capital Fund and $8,000 from the Capital Improvement Fund.

Resolution 2013-121 –   The purpose of this resolution is to compensate the Construction Official, Jeri Goff, for MGH Gateway Properties as they are adding on to their existing structure.  The resolution will designate the project a “major industrial project.”  This resolution will be voted upon at the regular meeting, but the Committee requested a change in wording to the resolution stating that inspection reports must be submitted to the Committee from the Construction Official prior to funding the resolution.

Firehouse Software for Logan Volunteer Fire Co. – Mr. Taylor would like this software to be available also to Auburn Fire since the Township is paying for five years of maintenance fees.  He would also like the software installed at town hall so that both companies would be able to use the software.
