OLDMANS TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE
SPECILAL MEETING
November 7, 2013



A special meeting of the Oldmans Township Committee was held on November 7, 2013.  This meeting was held in compliance with the Sunshine Law.  Mayor Moore called the meeting to order at 4:40 PM.  

Members present:   Harry Moore, George Bradford and Cordy Taylor.

JIF Dividend – The dividend for 2013 will be $2,735 which is an increase from last year.  A motion was made by Mr. Bradford to apply the dividend as credit toward the 2014 invoice, seconded by Mr. Taylor and all agreed.

General Budget Information – Mr. Hackett reviewed year-to-date abbreviated budget with the Committee.  This is a new report which the Committee will receive on a monthly basis.  The budget is broken down internally for budgeting purposes, but in the actual budget, many of these items are listed as one line item.  One abbreviated budget was for Auburn Water and the other abbreviated budget was for Oldmans Township.
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Pedricktown First Aid Squad  (Pam Holmes) – Her supply budget has decreased now that the ambulance crew are obtaining supplies from the hospital; not as many supplies need to be purchased.  The squad is currently using both vehicles.  The squad would like the Township to purchase a BP monitor for the second ambulance.  Mr. Hackett believes the purchase could be done through line item transfers.  Additionally, the squad has raised half the cost of a new power stretcher and is requesting the other half from the Township. The stretcher comes with a three year warranty.  The squad would continue to own the manual Stryker stretcher to be used as a backup.  Mr. Hackett will try to finds the funds to accommodate the purchase of the power stretcher.

Auburn Fire (Bob Moore) – Melody Reese was unable to attend to present her budget so Mr. Moore presented it on her behalf.  Township should be able to send the abbreviated budget to Mr. Moore on a quarterly basis.  While Ms. Reese requested 4 rolls of house, Mr. Moore believes that one roll of the different types of hose would be sufficient.  Mr. Taylor would like Auburn Fire to donate the MSA packs to the Salem County fire school to be used in training.  The donation would possibly allow for free training for Oldmans firemen at the school.  Both Auburn and Logan use Scott air packs rather than MSA.  Prior to purchasing any packs for Auburn, the Township Committee would like to receive copies of the certifications of eligible firemen who are allowed to carry packs.  The Auburn proposed budget needs to be adjusted: 1) the heating oil for Auburn is $4,600 year to date, 2) need to add water costs and 3) needs to add electric costs to budget.

Logan Fire (Michael Moore and Bob Moore) – Chief Moore presented his proposed budget for 2014.  One change to the Logan Fire budget would be the elimination of the insurance cost as Logan is now covered by JIF.  Mr. Hackett will draft a capital ordinance to purchase emergency equipment and let the Committee review the ordinance and decide what equipment will be purchased.  

Emergency Management (Jeff Newman) – $600.00 was allocated for the 2013 budget.  For 2014 Mr. Newman would like to purchase a flood light using the remaining funds from 2013 as well as the funds for 2014.  The light runs off a generator, is portable and illuminates 360 degrees.  Additional needs include oil dry and absorbent pads for fuel spills.

Long Range Planning – Mr. Hackett will prepare a list of possible purchases which can be presented at the next budget meeting.

Salary Ordinance and Auburn Water Rates – Mr. Hackett presented a draft of each ordinance for the Committee’s review.  The ordinances will be introduced November 13th at the regular meeting.  Direct deposit will not be available until later in 2014.

MHG Gateway Properties (Mullica Hill Cold Storage a/k/a Garden State Freezers)  - Company is expanding its current operation and building an additional warehouse.  Building Inspector, Jeri Goff, is requesting that the project be deemed a major industrial project and compensated accordingly.  A resolution must be approved by the Committee which will be presented at the November meeting for consideration.
