Meeting Minutes
October 9, 2013

The regular monthly meeting of the Oldmans Township Committee was held on October 9, 2013.  Meeting was called to order by Mayor Moore at 7:00 PM.  This meeting was held in compliance with the Sunshine Law.  All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed to approve the minutes. 

Ordinance 2013-08	Amending Chapter 110 of the Code Entitled “Land Use”
	Mr. Hoffman explained that this ordinance is to vest the Planning Board with the powers of the Zoning Board of Adjustment thereby eliminating the Zoning Board.

Resolution 2013-107	Final approval for Ordinance 2013-08
	Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Ordinance 2013-09	Capital Ordinance to Amend Capital Ordinance 2013-04 Increasing the Authorized Appropriation to $45,000.00 from the Original Appropriation of $30,000.00 for the Emergency Capital Repairs and Improvements to the Auburn Water System.
	Mr. Hackett stated this ordinance includes an interfund loan in the amount of $20,000.00 which will be paid back in future budgets.

Resolution 2013-108	Introduction to Ordinance 2013-09
	Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2013-109	Refund of 3rd Quarter Interest for Lubrizol
	Ms. Taylor explained that Lubrizol sent their tax check certified mail in the beginning of August but Township did not receive until end of September; may have been lost in the post office.	
	Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2013-110	Deterring Scrap Metal Theft
	Mr. Moore explained that this resolution was originally vetoed by Gov. Christie as being too burdensome on recycling companies.  The NJ League of Municipalities believes the matter should be introduced at the convention in November for further discussion in Trenton.
	Mr.  Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.




Resolution 2013-111	Geiger Refund of Senior Deduction
	Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2013-112	Cynthia Dalessio Appointed as Deputy Registrar
	Mr. Hackett explained that due to Rae Walzer’s pending retirement and according to State statute, a Deputy Registrar must be appointed.   Ms. Dalessio is the Registrar in Woodstown and is qualified.  Her salary will be $300.00 per annum.
	Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2013-113	Wendy Williams Hired as Accounts Payable Clerk
	Mr. Hackett stated that interviews were conducted and Ms. Williams has experience with the Edmunds software and was available during regular business hours.  Her salary will be $12,000.00 per annum and will be pro-rated for 2013.  Her start date was October 7, 2013.
	Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2013-114	Honoring Rae Walzer for her work with Oldmans Township
	Mr. Moore read the resolution honoring Mrs. Walzer for her sixteen years of service to Oldmans Township.
	Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Resolution 2013-115	Melinda Taylor Appointed as Planning Board Secretary (by title only)
	Mr. Hackett stated that due to Mrs. Walzer’s retirement, Melinda Taylor was appointed as Secretary at a salary of $6,000.00
	Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Moore seconded and both agreed.  Mr. Taylor abstained.

Discussion Items:
	
Pedricktown Rescue Squad Membership Application: Steven Gorman – Mr. Gorman is currently a member of the Penns Grove Ambulance Squad.  Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve the application, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Schoolhouse Condominiums – Mr. Hoffman e-mailed Ms. Muldoon requesting a status.  Ms. Muldoon replied via e-mail that the septic was approved and building plans were also completed.  Mr. Tedesco stated he had not received anything regarding the septic approval.  The Township has already filed three motions requesting demolition but the judge has always granted approval to the owner to finish the project.  It is the belief of the Committee that Schoolhouse Condominium is not maintaining their approved schedule.  Ms. Taylor will review the schedule and let Mr. Hoffman know if the schedule is being maintained with the agreed upon deadlines.  There is money available to tear down the school in an escrow account.  Mr. Bradford made a motion for Mr. Hoffman to file another motion requesting demolition, Mr. Moore seconded and both agreed.  Mr. Taylor abstained from the discussion and vote.




*Public Comments -  

Melody Reese -	Chief of Auburn Fire.  Wanted to let the public and Committee know that Auburn Fire is hosting a Halloween party for children and their families on October 26, 2013 from 6:00 – 9:00 p.m.

Wayne Niebauer -	Wanted to know the status of the war memorial.  
	
	Ms. Taylor stated she was in contact with the company making the new monument and while they would not commit to having the monument finished by Veteran’s Day, it was what they were working toward.

	Mr. Taylor state that the old war memorial was given to the Salem County Veterans Cemetery for their use.

Larry Stewart -	He was out with Tom Tedesco and they found the drainage pipe.  Wanted to thank Township and Tom for their ongoing support in resolving the drainage issues in Kay Gardens.

Richard Sholders -	Wanted to know status of Airco cleanup.

	Ms. Taylor stated that a letter was received by the Township stating that Airco has cleaned the property to their satisfaction and was not going to clean anymore.  Airco is responsible for maintaining the fencing and gate.  

Closed Public Portion

Payment of Bills	Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve the payment of bills and the added bills list, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Mr. Moore requested permission to attend the NJ League of Municipalities convention in November.  Mr. Taylor would also like to attend the convention to satisfy his Planning Board certification requirements.  The cost of attending the convention is $50.00 each.  Mr. Moore made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Mr. Hackett -	Budget Workshop set for Monday, October 28th beginning at 4:30
	Budget Workshop set for Thursday, November 7th beginning at 4:30.  This one will be for the volunteer organizations.  Mr. Hackett wanted to know if the Fire Administrator was presenting a joint budget and would the two chiefs be in attendance in addition to Bob Moore.  Mr. Taylor will contact Mr. Moore about his preference as to whether the chiefs need to be in attendance.

	Best Practices for 2013 – Based upon the responses so far to the questionnaire, there is a sufficient number of yes responses so the Township will not lose any State funding.  There are four “No” responses and a few “Perspective” responses.  “No” responses addressed below:

	Question #11 – Accounting policy manual – No written manual at this time but Mr. Hackett has sent memos in the past to department heads and volunteer organizations reminding them of the correct procedures for spending funds.  Mr. Hackett will prepare a written control policy.

	Question #15 – Audit findings –  Mr. Hackett is soliciting a list of outside vendors from Township Auditors to contact to contract for establishing the initial fixed assets.  Once the initial report is received, the Township would be responsible for self-monitoring in the future with Edmunds software.

	Question #26 – Snow Removal for 2013 – Currently the Township does not have a separate line item for snow removal.  For the 2014 budget a line item will be added under O/E for snow removal.  It is usually a three year average and for Oldmans Township is may be around $1,000.00.

	Question #48 – Emergency Management Plan – To Mr. Hackett’s knowledge, the Township has not reviewed the emergency management plan.

	In summary, 30 “Yes” responses, 4 “No” responses, 13 “N/A” and 3 “Prospective.

Rae Walzer -	Thanked the Committee for the resolution and enjoyed working with Oldmans.

Melinda Taylor -	Flatbed trailer listed on Gov Deals sold today at $2,027.00.  The reserve was set for $1,500.00.

	Two zoning issues that will involve court proceedings – Mr. Geiger for refusing to install a fence around his pool and Mr. Magee for failing to remove abandoned autos, tractors and junk around his yard.

Tom Tedesco -	Will have an estimate to fix the drainage problem in Kay Gardens at next budget meeting scheduled for October 28th.  System is 60 years old and no longer working.  Existing drainage pipes are terra cotta and are crumbling.  Will speak with Mr. Hoffman about easement issues.

George Bradford -	Will review Q.C. invoice in regard to the number of tests and get back to Mr. Hackett.

Cordy Taylor -	There was a JIF meeting for volunteer organizations to discuss insurance coverage.  Meeting was well attended and a benefit to the organizations.

	Fire meetings will start up this month with the Fire Administrator and Chiefs.

	Attended Freeholders meeting – there is now a Facebook page for OEM/CERT.  They are attempting to increase the “likes” and get the word out that emergency information is now available on smart phones.

Harry Moore -	Wants to cancel “Mischief Night”.  Halloween will be conducted Thursday, October 31st beginning at 4:00 pm and ending 8:00 pm.  Ms. Taylor will contact Oldmans School to place on school menu.

Resolution 2013-116	Executive Session for COAH negotiation (Bibeau Proposal for Kay Gardens)
	Litigation for Rental Property – 26 W. Mill Street (Cabanas)

	At 7:50 pm Mr. Taylor made a motion to go into Closed Session, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

[bookmark: _GoBack]	At 8:10 Committee returned from Closed Session and reopened Public Session.  Mr. Bradford made a motion to allow Mr. Hoffman to contact Mr. Lozuke with a settlement offer for Cabanas and the rental property, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.  The rental offer will allow her to live in the property until July 1st.  If the property is not vacated at that time, a $70.00 daily fee will be incurred.  Her deposit will be refunded upon her moving out of the house, less the cost incurred by the Township.

	Mayor Moore was directed by the Committee to discuss with Mr. Bibeau the Kay Gardens COAH project with the stipulation that nothing be binding.  Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

	Mr. Taylor reviewed Mr. Nipe’s proposal to reseed and fertilize the grass on the Municipal Building property.  Lowest bid was $3,200.  The Committee was concerned about the drainage on the property and the fact that water pools in the back and along the side killing the grass.  It was determined to wait another year before reseeding in order to address the drainage first.

	There being no further business, on motion by Mr. Taylor, seconded by Mr. Bradford and all agreed to adjourn the meeting at 8:20 PM.
