Regular Meeting Minutes
September 10, 2014


The regular monthly meeting of the Oldmans Township Committee was held on September 10, 2014.  Meeting was called to order by Mayor Moore at 7:00 PM.  This meeting was held in compliance with the Sunshine Law.  All joined in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Bid Opening:	 Assignment of Tax Sale Certificate for National Lead
Only one bid was received – New Tax Ratable, LLC in the amount of $500.00 with a caveat for an Environmental Liability Plan.  New Tax Ratable plans on taking the following steps:
	1.	Obtain the Tax Sale Certificate
	2.	Negotiate with the EPA an Environmental Liability Plan
	3.	Sell property to neighboring commercial entity

Mr. Taylor motioned to accept the bid, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Presentation:	Cheryl Georges – Salem County Women’s Services
A grant was received to help those in domestic violence and the increase in violence due to Super Storm Sandy.  In addition to the assistance that can be offered to those suffering from abuse, the Women’s Services office is available for case management and financial education.  The group is now available during court days for those in need of their services.

Presentation:	Future Sewer Service Plan
Kevin Rijs, Salem County Planner and Lou Joyce, Former Planner for Salem County

Mr. Joyce explained that the County and Township had been working on the Wastewater Quality Management Program and future Sewer Service Plan for the past six years.  The maps were finally adopted November, 2013 through public process.  Since that time four environmental groups have requested an amendment to the Township’s plan to eliminate half of the approved future sewer service.  Currently there is a 30 day comment period.  The proposed amendment is not consistent with the Township’s Master Plan and Gateway Business Park already has water and sewer service.

Mr. Rijs stated that the County wishes to support the Township’s position of opposing the proposed amendment.  The County will also be passing a similar resolution opposing the amendment and requesting an additional 30 day comment period.  The environmental groups used the State Landscaping Plan in forming their opposition.  The Landscaping Plan was peer reviewed and not based on scientific viewing; therefore, the plan is wide open for interpretation.
			
Public Comment:

Ed Bouvier -	Does this mean we can’t build any houses?

Mr. Joyce -	Houses can be built, but won’t have sewer service.  Effects more cluster type housing.

Dean Sparks -	Any other towns effected?

Mr. Rijs -	Woodstown also received notice.

Ken Porch -	How did the environmental groups get the power to oppose?...thru legislation?

Mr. Joyce -	Landscape project is a product of the science arm of the NJ DEP.  The Landscape Map must be challenged on a scientific level.  Landowners may have to obtain a site specific suitability study, done by a biologist or botanist.  A study of this nature takes about 1 year because all four seasons have to be studied.

A. Musumeci-	What can we do?

Mr. Joyce -	Respond to the letters with a letter of objection and also request a 30 day extension.  Send the letters to those entities listed on the letter that the landowner received.

At this time it was agreed that the Clerk will be the point person for those wishing to send a response.

Charles Tisa -	How does this effect Oldmans?

Mr. Joyce -	The Township map expanded the existing sewer service.  The proposed amendment halves the future sewer service which effects Gateway Business Park and the Township’s COAH numbers.

Mr. Rijs -	Originally the environmental groups complimented the County on the WQMP Plan because growth was not proposed over the entire county, just along the Route 295 Corridor, leaving other areas of Salem County farmland.  Now the environmental groups are not wanting to see growth where they previously approved.

	Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Discussion Items:

Membership Applications for Pedricktown First Aid and Rescue Squad – Damon Miller, Sr. and Tiffany Harris.  Mr. Bradford made a motion to approve, Mr. Taylor seconded and all agreed.

Future Plans for Rental House – 26 W. Mill Street – House is located adjacent to old town hall and is need of work.  Mr. Taylor spoke with the Township’s Affordable Housing Officer who agreed that it would be a good idea to deed restrict this house as a COAH house.  It would offer proof of COAH activity and bring a portion of our COAH requirements to fruition.    The COAH Spending Plan has to be filed by the end of September.  The Fair Share Housing Plan has already been submitted.  Mr. Bradford stated that the owner of the former town hall has expressed an interest in purchasing the rental house.  Mr. Taylor made a motion to sell the property with a COAH deed restriction, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Schoolhouse Condominiums – Lead Testing & Demolition – Ms. Taylor reviewed the quotes that she received for lead testing and demolition.  Two quotes were received for lead testing and no formal quotes were received for demolition.  It appears that the building is solidly built and to demolish it, would be beyond what the current owner currently has escrowed.    Mr. Taylor stated that the Township Committee toured the school with the Township Building Inspector and Engineer.  If the Township acquires the building, they would like to sell it but would like to know if lead paint would be an issue.  Mr. Taylor recommends testing for lead paint prior to selling the building.  He had contacted Gary Moore of Oldmans Township School who stated the school never tested for lead paint.  
The low quote for lead paint was Stanley Stopa, licensed by the State of NJ at $350.00.  The other quote for lead testing was $1,500.00.  Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve the awarding of the lowest quote to Stanley Stopa to test the old school for lead paint, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.

Notice for Solicitation of Qualifications for Professional Services Under a Fair and Open Process – The Committee reviewed the proposal that would be used to for solicitation of professional services for Township Solicitor, Conflict Engineer and Planning Board Solicitor.  Mr. Taylor made a motion to approve, Mr. Bradford seconded and all agreed.
